





From the research the students compile, they prepare a report. The report could also
include a paragraph or two on how they would compose a piece of art based on the
animal and may include some of the details above. The students can make a sketch or
drawing of how they would picture the animal. This picture could then be brought with
them when visiting the exhibit Art and the Animal, as all of the animals listed above are
in the exhibit.

2. John Ruthven

Visit the website of the internationally renowned wildlife
artist John Ruthven. Have students choose an artwork from
the fine art menu. Then have the students print out the
painting and trace it, make a puzzle of it or make thumbnail

on their desk for a week. At the end of the week, have a
session where they share what they enjoyed about their piece.

5. Make an Animal Collage

Note: Students can make an animal collage at the museum
for 25 cents per student. Mention you want to do this when
you make your reservations.

———— : collages. Then have them pick an animal picture from a magazine
narmiet Phillips - Knight and go to the library to learn about it. Have them also brainstorm

what memories they have about the animal. Perhaps it reminds

them of someone they know and they gather a photo of that person. For a couple of
days have them collect small objects and pictures that they feel relate to their animal.
These could include other pictures of the animal, things that live in the animal’s
environment, or even cartoon characters based on their animal. Then have them make
animal art collages with construction paper or cardboard background. Allow at least five
minutes before handing out glue for “design time.” After it's complete, allow them to use
paint, markers, crayons or pastels to add to empty areas. These could include words,
sounds, thumbnail sketches or drawings.

If possible, have an area artist visit the classroom, to explain the different art forms. On
the trip to the museum, artists from Studio 210 may be available to explain their art
forms. During the run of Art and the Animal both an acrylic artist and a charcoal artist
will be on hand. Though both artists may not do animals, they can speak about the
media they work in.



Field Trips

Field trips to see Art and the Animal are available
weekdays during the months of September and October.
The guided tour portion will last approximately 45 minutes.
This includes time to explore the exhibit on one’s own and
will cover different facts about animals, art forms and
composition. An optional hands-on guided portion can be added

for 25 cents a student and will be done in a classroom outside of the

gallery space. A 10 minute scavenger hunt can also be offered to
both guided tours and self-guided tours.

Pre-school tours are also available as either self-guided or as guided tours. Guided
tours for pre-school students will focus more on the animals in the exhibit and will
include acting out animals in a Simon Says-like game.

Orientation (before exhibit)
Stay 3 squares back
Point with the back of your hand
Small people in front, tall in back

Crane — Brief stop
What are the animal and the medium?
Found on every label along with the artist.
This is a watercolor, thin pain that bleeds into thick absorbent paper.
The artist who does this uses a blow drier to keep paint from spreading too far.
Notice the sunlight under the wings.
What time of day is this?

Polar Bears — Brief stop
What are the animal and the medium?
Pastel, paint in a draw form or in wax like a colored pencil.
Pastels are always under glass to keep the paint from blowing off.
The paper may not be white as in this one.
Look at the top to see the original paper color.

Whale —
What are the animal and the medium?
Oil painting. Takes several days to dry and lasts a long time.
This painting is very large.
The artist likes to do dinosaurs.
Notice the balance and symmetry.
What is in motion?
Look at the water. We are going to take a walk around at the paintings nearby.
[ want you to notice the different kinds of water.
Whether it is cool or warm.
Still or in motion. Below or above the surface.
And the perspective of each animal.
Walk around wall until you get back to whale. What did you notice?

Chickadees

What are the animal and the medium?

Acrylic is a plastic paint that is known for it’s brilliant colors.
The swan is acrylic.

Artists can make acrylic look soft and dim like oil

They can also make oil look like acrylic like with this yellowthroat.
Everyone stand back from this painting.

We’re going to learn about the rule of thirds.

Use your hands or your fingers to divide the painting into thirds.
Nine equal pieces like in tic tac toe.

Are the chickadees in the center.

By making them off center, they are more interesting.

[ want you to try this out on other pieces.

Egret and Heron

Tiger

What are the animals and the media?

Try the rule of thirds on both of these pieces.

Which one is the more interesting?

The two are good to compare and contrast.

Take for example the light. Which one is morning and which is midday?
One is acrylic, the other is oil.

One is more impressionistic .

Which is hot and which is cool?

Ask yourself these questions as you are looking at the paintings.

What are the animal and the medium?

Scratchboard. How many of you have done scratchboard in school.
For those of you who haven’t done it, it is black paint on white board.
You scratch it with a pin. Once the paint is removed, you can only
put black back on it with ink and then you can’t change it again.

This artist said that the tiger was easier than the roots of the tree.

How many of you have done collage?
What has the artist used for this collage?
Why do you think the artist chose to do the collage in this way?
What story can she tell with collage?
Perhaps the circle is what the bat sees in it’s radar.
Perhaps in one moment the bat sees a flower and then realizes it’s a moth.
Have you ever seen what looks like an animal on the side of the road
only to find it is a piece of trash or a tire?

Free time
I'm going to give you time to explore the exhibit.
Stay in this gallery.
Look at the pieces we haven’t looked at.
See if you can find a piece that has six additional “hidden” animals.
See if you can find the initials of the artist’s grandchildren in the scratchboard.
Use the rule of thirds on paintings.
See if you can recognize the medium before reading the label.

Gallery 2

Hippo
What are the animal and the medium?
A gallinule is a marsh bird walks on pond lilies and anything else it can ride on.
The sculpture is made of bronze.
Bronzes are made by first making a clay sculpture.
A mold is made around it, usually of silicone.
The mold is coat with a thin layer of wax.
The bronze made of copper and iron is poured in the mold.
The larger it is the longer it takes to cool.
After it is removed from the mold, it is coated with a patina.
A patina is a kind of acid that changes color.
The patina can be a design or it could be a color that the bronze isn’t.
You will see a solid white patina in a little bit.
Bronzes take a long time and can only be replicated a few times.

These one of a kind objects can decorate a home or be used in a
city park or zoo.

All sculptures are meant to be viewed from every angle.

We are going to walk around these sculptures.

Baby Birds
What are the animal and the medium?
This style is called Trump Eloy (pronounced not spelled)
It is a tricking of the eye using paint.
What makes it look real?
The tape, the corner, the shelf.
How else is this painting different?
It doesn’t depict the animal directly, but indirectly.
It tells a story through objects.
It also connects all three pieces through a color blue.
In a way, the picture is a triangle.

Boxer, etc,
What are the animal and the medium?
Each of these pieces is unique in its own way.

How are the turnstones unique?
Motion. They arefast. You are in the midst qfthem.

How is the shadowboxer unique?

He is a portrait.

How many of you have a portrait in your home.

The subject is alone in space.

The subject looks both still and yet ready to spring into motion.

Notice the thick layers of white.

The artist used ground glass in this area to both add light and to
build up the surface. This technique was used by Rembrandt.

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What animals do these eyes belong to?

What makes these 3 “pictures” unique is their media.

What do they look like? Photos

Actually they are Pyrographs or pictures made by burning wood.
After the tour you can come up here and see the grain of the wood.
These took a very long time to make.

Once an area is burned it cannot be unburned or painted over.

What is the animal and media here?

How is this painting different than those we have seen?

The same subject 3 different views.

In other pieces of art we have seen the subject in its natural environment.

In this one the animal is in a caged, almost laboratory environment.

Notice the different emotional expressions.

It seems to convey a sense of hopelessness, grief and depression.

Some animal artists use their art to tell the story of how humans treat animals.

Later, when you have free time look for the tiger piece by Robert Bateman
and see what kind of story he is trying to tell.

Dreaming on the Equator
What are the animal and the medium?
How does this differ from the other watercolor we saw?
More abstract. Conveys a mood.
What is the setting? Where do you think they are living?
What if the “on” in the title was an “of”?
Zoo animals are one way animal artists find their subject.
The artist calls this “Dreaming of the Equator.”
They are not living in the Equator, they are only dreaming of it.
Titles sometimes expand the painting.
When we give you more free time look for “July the 5%
See why that title expands the story of the painting.

Horse and pigeons
What are the animals and the medium
Light is important to a painting.
Notice the thick brush strokes.

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Move your head from side to side and notice the glistening.
This oil painting shows how light can be captured in paint.
The painting is glowing.

What else do you notice about the painting?

Rule of thirds? Motion?

Could you take a photograph like this?

Looking at the bull moose we have again a different for of light.
What time of day is it?

Is it different that the prior painting?

How about the rule of thirds here.

Our final piece I want you to look at in a moment of quiet.

This is also oil, but the painting is finer, as is the detail.

They live in herds.

This elephant is alone.

The artist has stated that when an elephant gets too old it wanders
from the herd.

The title is The End of Days.

Hippo and Gallinule - This hippo and gallinule are made of
bronze.Bronze can last a long time. This one might be
sentto acity park or azoo.Kids could evensit oniit
(but not today).I want youto find another bronze.
Look for the word on the label.Once you have I want
yvouto walk aroundit.Sit down on the floor andstand
onyour foes.Sculptures of bronze are meant to be
seen from allsides.Perhaps you have one in your
home or in your neighborhood.

Dogs under porch - This piece of artis made out of
somethingyou use inschoolevery day.Paper and
pencil. This person takes a long time drawing this
picture. Does it look like they used an eraser? They
have to put their art under glass so no one smears it.
Look for pieces of art that are made with pencil,
graphite or charcoalnow.

Horse with sunlight — This is a painting. You can see the thick
paintbrush strokes.Some people paint with oil which
looks soft, others with acrylic which looks bright.
Sometimes people can make oil look bright, like this,
and others make acrylic look soft like the
chickadees.\Let’s look for paintings now.When you
find one, sit in front of it and look for the brush strokes.
After you've looked at it, move back 10 squares and
look at it again.Does it look different or the same.

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Horses - This is a watercolor. Home many of youhave used
watercolor.it’s arealrunny paint that bleeds into the
paper.The first painting we looked at was a
watercolor, the cranes flying. How do you get white
on a watercolor? You leave those spaces blank.
Sometimes you have to paint very carefully and even
use a blow drier so the paint wet parts don’t bleed
into the dry parts.

Endangered Eyes - What do you think this is made of ? What
does it look like. Yes it looks like a photo, but it’s not.
This is made on wood.In fact the picture is burned on
the wood.The artist uses specialwood burning tools
to make each line.It takes along time,1f she makes
mistakes she cannot erase them, This piece is unique.

All of the art pieces in here are unique.They took a long
time Yo make.The artist did not just take a picture of
the animal.Some paintings are sad, while others are
surprising.Some of the sculptures for a person’s
home, while others are for a public place like azoo or
a park.

This is the end of the program so I want youto spend time
with your favorite piece.Go sit quietly by it, This
exhibit is gone in only a few weeks. Youmay never get
tosee it again.
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
